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Installation

To ensure a reliable installation, please follow these steps carsfully:

1 Azssemble the speaker mounting bracket (see graphic bhelow) by taking one of the alignment beams
and slicking il under the groove in lhe “G” shaped speaker mounling brackel. Place in lhe desired
nstall localion and use 2 screws and 2 washers lo connect. Repeat lhis process on the other side
while making sure the holes line up evenly.

*Note only the QFE0CS and QF80CS ship with ceiling tiI\m

2. Detenmine the speaker position, taking into account any obstructions in the ceiling space.

3. Pusition the speaker mounting bracket so that the "C” shapad speaker mounling brackel fits Lhe
hole that vou cut. Use a metal safety wire with a snap hook and loop it around a truss/beam on ona
end. Use a screw to mount the safety wire by fastening the speaker mounting brackst imto the truss/beam
that the safety wire is looped arcund. Make surs the screw head covers the surface area of the screw hole.

4. Remove the supplied 4-pin Euroblock from the speaker and connect it to the speaksr cahle
(zee graphic below).

Insert the pre-wired pheoniX connector, ensuring the correct polarity is being used.

Begin to irsert speaker info the "G7 shaped speaker mounting bracket. Make sure to connect ths
snap hoaok to the safety book on the hack of the speaker. When the speaker is flush with the ceiling
leaving anly the black magretic face exposed, begin to tighten the 4 attachment screws which are
connected to the mounting labs (see graphics below). The screws will aulomalically turn once you
begin rotating the screw clockwise. Repeat for all 4 tabs and make sure not to overtighten the screws.

Note: Belore you pul lhe speaker inlo lhe ceiling, make sure all allachmenl screws are lurned
sompletely counter-clockwise so that the mounting tabs are tauching the side of the steel backean.

Naote: Make sure to position the speaker so that the mounting tabs do not sit above the opening in the
“C" shaped speaker mounting bracket.

Use a flat-head screwdriver to ratate the Tap Selector so that the correct power setting is adjacent to
the arrow. Note that there are separate 70V and 100V scales, cepending on the line voltage being
used (see the graphic below). The transformer may also be bypassed by selecting the 16 ohm
pasition. It may be best to leave the grill off uniil setting the power is complete in case adjustments

are needed.
